Provide four references who reply favorably. ) Pass the print judging, based on the percentages of business
wedding portrait, commercial, etc. Prints must receive a 70 or above. P.P. of A. bilaws states that any NEW
member, after -89, MUST become certified before receiving any P.P. of A. Degrees.

I recently spoke with Lillian Zolen, Certification Secretary at National. She said there will be some changes
to occur in certification this year. Certification has grown by leaps and bounds! I will keep you all informed.

We are beginning to feature one of Nebraska C.P.P. each newsletter. Usually involving a photograph they
have created and how it was made technically.

In the future we plan to have more C.P.P. sponsored programs available in conjunction with State programs
as well as on our own,

On behalf of all C.P.P.'s, I would like to express our gratitude to President Billings, and the entire P.P. of N.
board for their support & commitment to the Certification program in Nebraska. We are very proud to achieve the
standards they expect.
